The ALF-1 instrument was deployed in the Bering Sea aboard the R/V Knorr (Woods Hole Oceanographic Institution) from June 14-July 15 2009 with a start and end port in Dutch Harbor, Alaska.  In addition to normal ALF transect and discrete sample measurements, 15 samples were collected for filtering and HPLC analysis.  The cruise was in support of the Bering Sea Ecosystem Study (BEST) and the Bering Sea Integrated Ecosystem Research Program (BSIERP).
